(1) ABOUT US:

(A) SKILL DEVELOPMENT TRAINING: 

 

The centre is recognized as centre of excellence in the 

area of providing qualitative trained manpower to keep pace 

with the latest technology systems and trend in the area of 

apparel/leather/ rubber/ mechanical/ wood-based products 

design, manufacturing & technology.  

 
The centre is engaged in fulfilling the human resource 

requirement of the sports and allied industry all over the 

country since last two decades.  The Centre conducts various 

technical courses to meet the skill level of different stages of 

production ranging from long term, medium term and short-

term management level courses to highly skill-oriented 

industry, specific customized courses suitable to not only 

organized sectors but also MSME’s and artisan clusters.
